NOTE: Members enrolled in Cats may also exhibit items in Dept.10, 
Class A. These are Vet Science non-animal items. 
 
All cats must have copies of distemper and rabies shots plus the 
Animal ID & Vet Check In information found at 
www.lacrosseinterstatefair.com/exhibitorhandbook. Any cat 
exhibiting signs of mites, fleas, lice, ringworm or any other parasite 
will be sent home. All cats must be free of scabs in their ears, runny 
eyes and nose or contagious disease. 
 
Junior Cats and Small Pets are shown on the Wednesday of the 
fair at 3:00 PM near the Rowe Arena under the tent. Rain site to 
be determined. Animals are shown and taken home after show 
as no animals will stay on the grounds. 
 
All pets and cats will be health checked by the Superintendent before 
entering the judging area. Please arrive at least 30 minutes before 
the show to start the process. 
 
Please bring a picture with a little information about you and 
your pet to be displayed. This can be mounted on tag board or 
other sturdy backing. Use AMPLE amounts of RUBBER CEMENT or 
PERMANENT double-sided tape for attaching your photos. This will 
keep them from falling off during the fair. 
 
Exhibit Descriptions 

• Long hair – coat more than one inch in length 

• Short hair – coat one inch or less in length 

• All male cats need to be neutered before the show. No whole 
males. 

• Mixed breed and purebred cats will show together

CLASS A – KITTEN (4-11 months) Rabies vaccine needs to be 
given 30 days before the show

1. Males, short hair 
2. Males, long hair

CLASS B – ADULTS (over 11 months of age) 
Item No. 

1. Unspayed female cats, short hair  
2. Unspayed female cats, long hair 
3. Spayed, short hair  
4. Spayed, long hair 
5. Neutered cats, short hair  
6. Neutered cats, long hair 

 
CLASS C – HOMEMADE (all require a 3x5 explanation card) 
Item No. 

1. Homemade scratcher 
2. Homemade toy 
3. Homemade wand 
4. Homemade furniture 
5. Homemade dish

CLASS D – EDUCATION (Display or Poster) 
All sources need to be sited. 
All homemade items and education display/posters should be 
dropped off at the small animal barn. 
 
Item No. 

1. 5 or more commercial cat toys labeled 
2. 5 or more breeds labeled, include at least 5 characteristics 

of these breeds 
3. Compare your kitten/cat food to at least 2 other brands and 

list the ingredients 
4. Compare 3 or more brands of kitty litter to yours (if able, get 

samples) 
5. Any other education display/poster for kitten/cat
