PRE FAIR REQUIREMENTS:

1.

All exhibitors’ horses & ponies, including Horseless Horse,
must be registered with the Extension Office by May 1 of
the exhibit year. In case of horse injury or illness, 4H
members should contact the Fair Horse Superintendent.

In order to exhibit a horse at the fair, the exhibitor must
attend ONE clinic or other public educational session (not
riding lessons, horse shows, etc.) with their horse. After
completion of this clinic, the exhibitor must complete the
form “Horse Educational Clinic/Training/Workshop Form®“.
This form is available on the Extension Office website and
must be returned to the extension office within 30 days of
participation and no later than 2 weeks from the start of the
fair. Forms may be mailed or submitted electronically.
Safety certification is required for all exhibitors. A minimum
of Safety | Certification is required. Safety | Certification
allows the member to exhibit at the fair in Halter and
Showmanship (on the ground only). Safety Il (and above)
Certification allows the member to exhibit in all ground and
riding classes. (See Project Handbook for Safety
Information and deadlines.)

Members of the immediate family may show the same
project horse. However, the horse may be shown only
once in a specific item number.

A maximum of three animals may be entered by a single
exhibitor.

The same horse may be used by no more than two
members in any item in Games or Fun classes.

No stallions may be shown, except weanlings.

When signing up for classes, “Member’s Grade” is the
grade in school as of January 1 of the exhibit year.
Members may enter EITHER Horseless Horse OR Walk-
Trot Division Classes in Classes N, F, G, J, K. Both
Horseless Horse and Walk-Trot Division exhibitors may
enter in Class O.

Horses entered in Green Horse (Class O, Items 13 &14)
MAY NOT be entered in any lope/canter class. These
horses MAY enter halter and any Walk-Trot Division
classes.

Class O (Fun Class) sign ups may be entered on
Thursday.

COMING TO THE FAIR:

ALL HORSES MUST BE ON THE FAIRGROUNDS NO
LATER THAN NOON, WEDNESDAY AND REMAIN IN
PLACE UNTIL 5:00 P.M. SUNDAY. Early removal from the
grounds, for other than veterinary reasons approved by the
Superintendent and Ag. Society, will result in forfeiture of
State Expo eligibility and may result in the loss of fair

premiums. Exhibitor must notify the Superintendent, who
will contact the Ag Society for permission and approval.
All horses entering the fairgrounds must be accompanied
by the original and one copy of the negative test result
based on approved test for equine infectious anemia
(Coggins test) conducted within one year of exhibit end
date by a state or federal laboratory, except for a nursing
foal accompanying its dam with a negative test result.
Exhibitor must present the original and leave a copy with
the superintendent at the time the horse arrives at the
fairgrounds. Exhibitors will be asked to provide a Premise
ID number issued by the State Department of Ag. Equine
from outside Wisconsin, please see requirements for
exhibition under Animal Health Rules.

Horses will not be permitted to enter unless they are in
good health and do not show evidence of contagious or
infectious disease. Horses with contagious or infectious
disease will be ordered removed from the fairgrounds.
Health records should be maintained on all animals
coming to the fair.

Ponies may be required to be measured at fair check in.
Any animal over 56” will be entered in horse classes.

Only the exhibitor is allowed to ride, drive or school the
horse. The exhibitor is to be the primary caretaker of the
exhibit animal. Show preparation should be done primarily
by the exhibitor, unless there is a safety concern, which
needs to be communicated to the Superintendent prior to
show preparation.
Helmets are required whenever an exhibitor is riding or
driving. SEI approved helmets, with safety harness
securely fastened, are required except for halter and
showmanship classes.
Proper attire must be worn in the show ring. WESTERN:
Helmet (or hat for showmanship/halter) boots, long pants,
long sleeve shirt (button down) and belt; ENGLISH:
Helmet, coat, shirt, pants and boots; GAMES: Helmet, long
sleeve shirt; long pants, boots; DRIVING: Helmet, clean,
neat and appropriate clothing. For safety reasons, no slip
on spurs will be allowed.
Exhibitors will be asked to sign up for at least one barn
duty shift. The schedule will be posted in the barn.
Limited trailer parking MAY be available on the
grounds during the fair. Advance sign up by July 1
and check in is required prior to parking. See #13
above.
A Herdsmanship Award will be given to the club with the
highest overall score based on general appearance and
neatness of exhibit; storage of feed and equipment;
neatness and originality of decoration. Herdsmanship
awards presented at the Round Robin Showmanship
Competition, Sunday, 4 p.m.
Any exhibitor receiving a blue ribbon may show in the
appropriate championship category. An exhibitor may
show one horse or pony in each championship class.
At the judge’s discretion, blues or reds may be called back
for championship classes.
Grand Champion showmanship winner in each age group
will participate in the Round Robin Showmanship
competition, Sunday, 4 p.m.
State 4H Horse Expo, Horse Show Eligibility: 4H exhibitor
must be in grades 6-13 and must be a member in good
standing. A member in good standing means:
a. Must be enrolled in the 4-H Horse Project by
April 1.
b.  Have your horse registration in by May1.
c.  Must attend two (2) meetings and one (1) clinic
or two (2) clinics and one (1) meeting.
d. Pass safety level 1 & 2 by July 1.
e. Have State Horse Expo registration paperwork
completed and returned to the UW Extension
office by the established deadlines on the forms.

CLASS A — MODEL HORSES

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

1. Models must be brought to the New Youth Building on Tuesday,
5 p.m. The exhibitor MUST BE PRESENT to show his/her
model. The Model Horse Show will begin at 5 p.m. It is optional
whether to take models home after the show or to leave models
for display after the Model Horse Show.

2. A single model may show in more than one class.

3. Each model must have an entry tag fastened to a hind leg that
cannot easily be removed. A string tag may be used.

4. Required information on the entry tag: Exhibitor's name,
address, and age on one side and breed of model on the other
side.

5. Classes 8-13 require a 3"x5" card explaining what the model is
doing.

6. No entry changes made at show.

7. Model need NOT be a Breyer to participate.

Exhibitors may cross enter ranch classes on Friday and
pleasure/equitation classes on Saturday. Exhibitors may participate
in both trail and ranch trail on Friday.

Attire for exhibitors in ranch classes will be a long sleeve shirt with a
collar, long pants, boots with a heel suitable for riding, and helmet
with harness securely fastened.

Horses exhibited in ranch classes are not to be exhibited with tail
extensions or banded manes.

Equipment description: The standard western saddle should fit the
rider. It may be slick or swelled fork, have a high or low cantle but
must definitely be sized to the rider. Nothing that would prevent the
stirrups from hanging freely shall be added or deleted from a
standard western saddle. There will be no penalty for silver on
equipment.

There shall be no discrimination against any standard western bit.
Horses or ponies, 5 and under, may use a snaffle bit (no shanks) or
bosal (twisted wire snaffles are PROHIBITED). If a horse is exhibited
in a snaffle bit, the rider will exhibit with 2 hands on split reins. If a
horse is exhibited in a curb or shanked bit, the rider will exhibit with 1
hand on split reins.



Curb chains may be used with a snaffle bit (horse must be no older
than age 5) and must be used with a horse in a shanked bit. Curb
chains must be at least %%" in width and lie flat against the jaws of the
horse. No wire, metal or rawhide device is permissible in conjunction
with or as a part of the leather chin strap which must be at least 5"
wide. Mechanical hackamore, tie-downs, running martingales and
draw reins are prohibited. If closed reins are used, hobbles must be
carried below the cantle on the near side of the saddle. Cavesson-
type nosebands are prohibited. If a lariat is carried, it must be
attached to the fork of the saddle on the opposite side of your reining
hand.
